Tournament conditions for 2006

Australia Day round robin tournament

1. The Tournament Committee shall have entire control of the tournament.

2. Entries must be accompanied by tournament entry fees.

3. Incomplete matches will be played on the following weekend.

4. The Committee may alter the length of any matches, cancel or combine any event, regrade or refuse any entries as they see fit.

5. Players are not available within 15 minutes of their scheduled match time may be disqualified.

6. All events are round robin events.

7. Tournament is played on 12 grass & 3 artificial grass and four red porus courts.

8. BMLTC accepts no liability for injury or loss of property.

9. Play will commence at 9.00a.m. on all days.

10. Regulation tennis attire must be worn at all times including the warm up.  Prominent advertising is not acceptable. Spikes are prohibited. Players are asked to wear a tennis or court cross-training shoe.  Majority herringbone sole is preferred.

11. Tennis Australia Code of Conduct will be enforced throughout the tournament.

12. Juniors may enter both junior and senior events but only one event per day.

13. BMLTC strongly recommends that all players and spectators use sun-screen and a hat.

14. The Tennis Australia un-common birthdate method will be used for junior events.   .  Players must be of the age or under on the last day of the month which the tournament is played, i.e. if a player turns 15 during the month of January he/she is not 14 & under for this tournament even if he/she does not turn 15 until between 26 & 31 January 2004.

15. Seedings will be done by the Tournament Committee.
